Foster care is a temporary living arrangement for children who 
cannot safely remain at home with their parents. When a child 
is placed in foster care, that child’s life changes forever. For the 
foster parents who choose to nurture and care for them, there are 
also lifelong changes.

As families start on their foster care journey, Utah Foster Care 
provides training to prepare them to accept children into their 
homes. Kinship families also care for children, and consistently 
comprise one third of the graduates from Utah Foster Care 
training.

Once licensed, families are invited to support groups where 
they interact with other foster parents going through similar 
experiences. Through these support groups, families can access 
special funds for children, available only because of generous 
donations to Utah Foster Care.

Though we cannot change what has happened in a child’s past, 
we can provide support and training to educate foster families 
to nurture children and help them prepare for a brighter future. 
Utah Foster Care was created to serve children in foster care. And 
that’s what we’ve been doing for more than 13 years.
